INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Single-Handle (Cold Only) Lavatory Wall-Mounted Faucet
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CAUTION : Risk Of Product Damage.
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Remove the aerator and fully turn on the faucet and run for 1 minute after
finish installation, then turn off the water and reinstall the aerator.
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NOTE: Unscrew the Handle and Handle Bonnet and Spout Bonnet
from the Valve Body First. Using the Sleeves provided to protect the
external threads while installation if required. (Fig.1)
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1. Pay attention to minimum 2" (5cm) and maximum 3" (7.6cm) dimensions
for mounting information as shown. (Fig.2)
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2. Install Valve Body and water supply Line. (Fig.2)
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3. Carefully take off Sleeve from Valve Body. Attach Handle Bonnet
onto Handle Shank and cut overlong Valve Stem to certain length
(1/4" ~5/8" or 0.6cm ~ 1.6cm) as shown, to fix the handle. (Fig.3 & Fig.4)
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4. Press Handles over the Valve Stem to proper position and tighten
setscrew. When installing with Lever Handle, ensure that Handle are
properly aligned when valves are in closed. (Fig.4)
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5. Cut Tube Spout to appropriate length if necessary, remove sharp edge
on cutting area before installation. Slide Spout Bonnet onto Tube
Spout, press Tube Spout into Spout Shank snug and tighten
setscrew to fix Tube spout in position. (Fig.5)
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6. Screw Spout Bonnet onto Spout Shank. (Fig.5)
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
